Planned Scope and Timing of the Audit

Significant Audit Findings

Qualitative Aspects of Accounting Practices

Management is responsible for the selection and use of appropriate accounting policies. The significant
accounting policies used by the District are described in Note 1 to the financial statements. No new accounting
policies were adopted, and the application of existing policies was not changed during the year.

We noted no transactions entered into by the District during the year for which thereis alack of authoritative
guidance or consensus. All significant transactions have been recognized in the financial statementsin the proper
period.

Difficulties Encountered in Performing the Audit

We encountered no significant difficultiesin dealing with management in performing and compl eting our audit.
Corrected and Uncorrected Misstatements

Professional standards require us to accumulate all known and likely misstatements identified during the audit,
other than those that aretrivial, and communicate them to the appropriate level of management. There were no
adjustments noted during the audit that were proposed to management.

Disagreements With Management

For purposes of this letter, professiona standards define a disagreement with management as a financial
accounting, reporting, or auditing matter, whether or not resolved to our satisfaction, that could be significant to

the financial statements or the auditors' report. We are pleased to report that no such disagreements arose during
the course of our audit.

Management Consultations With Other Independent Accountants

However, these discussions
occurred in the normal course of our professiona relationship, and our responses were not a condition to our
retention.
