(Renner/Glanzer) The Senate approves the move of courses ECT 112, ECT 212 and ECT 226 to the Business Division under the discipline of Computer Information Systems. (Senate April 7 agenda)

(Young/Pollack) to approve the changes to AR 7255. (attachment)
i. Sentence 4 of the first paragraph of section C of AR 7255 should begin: “If the chair is not recommended for reconfirmation, his or her term of office …”
ii. In the last sentence of the same paragraph, above the numbered items language shall now be as follows: “’New nominee’ means that the individual who was not confirmed may not run again for that term.”
iii. In section C. of AR 7255, the end of the last paragraph shall now read: “… the Vice President of Instructional Services shall direct the division to hold a new chair election for a full five-year term.”
iv. In section C. of AR 7255, the following paragraph should be added at the end of the section: “In the event a chair is replaced within the first six months of the fiscal year, then the whole year will count as part of the five-year term limit.  If the replacement happens in the last six months of the fiscal year, then the time served will not count towards the five-year term limit.”
