	1. Introduction- Learning Outcome is introduced at a basic level.
2. Development- Students are given opportunities to practice, learn more about, and receive feedback to develop more sophistication. 
3. Mastery- Students demonstrate mastery at a level appropriate for graduation.
	1. Communication- Ability to communicate clearly and think critically in writing, speaking, and other modes of communication.
2. Mathematical Competency/Quantitative Reasoning- Ability to apply, interpret, and understand mathematical concepts.

3. Information Competency- Ability to recognize, apply, and utilize research skills necessary to achieve educational, professional, and personal objectives.

4. Critical Thinking- Ability to analyze problems, synthesize and evaluate ideas and information, develop arguments, and derive conclusions. 
5. Global Awareness and Appreciation- Ability to recognize, analyze, and appreciate similarities and differences among cultures, and political, social, and environmental issues.

6. Personal Responsibility- Ability to demonstrate and apply decision making skills and develop the capacity for self-understanding. 


	1. Knowledge-student remembers or recognizes information or specifics as communicated with little personal assimilation.

2. Comprehension- Student grasps the meaning behind the information and interprets, translates, or comprehends the information.

3. Application- Students uses the information to relate or apply it to a new situation with minimal instructor input.

4. Analysis- Student discriminates, organizes, and scrutinizes assumptions in an attempt to identify evidence for a conclusion.

5. Synthesis- Student creatively applies knowledge and analysis to integrate concepts or construct an overall theory

6. Evaluation- Student judges or evaluates information based upon standards and criteria, values and opinions. 
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
