1. “SLOACS 2007:  Making it Happen” This is a “cheat sheet” that is (almost) a one-pager on what to do within departments to make SLO’s happen.  

2. Documenting SLOACs for accreditation:  The faculty need to decide where to document SLOACs.  According to accreditation guidelines, the college must make sure that students receive SLO’s on their syllabi.  Should we include our SLO’s on the official course outline?  It was suggested that this item be taken to the Senate for discussion.

3. Reminder of timeline for Spring 2007:  Each department should have one course with a complete set of SLO’s by May 15.  The first assessment and feedback loop should take place in Fall 2007.  Alice will contact all divisional SLO representatives to ask what courses they will be submitting SLO’s for.  
4. Alice will ask division chairs if they’d like to meet individually to determine what support they might need for their departmental SLO’s.  Meeting one-on-one may be better than addressing all chairs at once whose divisions are at different stages. (This may not be necessary if the Chairs have an SLO rep who has taken charge.)
5. Let’s have faculty share their best practices as flex workshops.

6. Flex Workshops Spring 2007:  It was decided to continue offering “How to Write SLO’s for your Course”, but this time with a copy of the course outline and a “buddy” from your department or student service.  Also, Alice will start doing workshops on “Choosing Assessment Tools for your Course”.
