1. SLO Annual Report:  We looked at the breadth and depth of SLOAC’s required for accreditation:
SLOACs for all courses, programs leading to degrees and certificates, and for the institution.  Also, SLOACs for all Instructional Support Services and Student Support Services.  Course SLO’s must be mapped to program-level SLO’s, institutional-level SLO’s, Instructional Support SLO’s and Student Support SLO’s.  

We need to create more templates for the mapping, and we need a way to assess our institutional SLO’s.  We need to develop systems for submitting SLOAC’s and incorporating them into college decision-making.

Bottom-line:  This is a complex task.

We looked at example mapping templates and assessment tools from other campuses. 

2. We added to a list of questions that we have for WASC, though it may not be possible to get a direct answer from them.  Alice will pursue this.

3. We began adding dates to the current timeline so that we can keep moving forward and “complete” all the appropriate steps so that SLOACs become institutionalized and in effect.  Alice will work on this timeline, distribute it, and post it.

4. We will submit a report to the Senate (per its request) recommending a change on the course outline.  We recommend changing the heading “exit standards” to “student learning outcomes”.  We will provide a checklist of SLO criteria to all disciplines so that they can be sure that their exit standards are indeed written as SLO’s.  Some disciplines with outdated course outlines do not have exit standards and may need to write their SLO’s from scratch.  Other disciplines may have exit standards that are not written as SLO’s, and will need to make revisions.

5. Sarah will check into current degree/certificate descriptions that may aid us in writing program-level SLO’s.
