It is in the construction stage and preliminary work is underway. 
b) Instructional Building & Conference Center (IBCC) 
It is in the design stage and will be located where the current San Fernando complex of temporary buildings as well as the Sierra Nevada building is located. 
c) Welding Lab Alteration in Tongva Building (fka Aviation/Art Building) This state-of-the-art project is substantially complete. 
d) Garfield Campus Property Acquisition and Parking Construction: Contract has been awarded to design and construction firm Menemsha Construction and MMA Architects.
