Black Scholars - BSU Scholarship 
Applicant: Alexandra Evans  

 1.  The Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship provides Black/African American students with 
financial assistance to meet their educational needs, including support with tuition and fees, 
textbooks and supplies, and personal needs, including rent, utilities, food insecurity, internet 
connectivity, and other academic/personal needs that minimize barriers to educational/career 
success. We aim to increase the number of scholarship recipients and the amount awarded to 
each student. 

Most Black students do not live in Glendale and travel outside of their neighborhoods to seek a 
quality and premier education at GCC. Students navigate academics and work and balance 
multiple roles and responsibilities to provide for themselves and their families. This is amplified 
when facing insecurities in housing, paying utilities, food, and the internet, which are necessary 
to continue their education successfully. 

One of the 2019 The Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship recipients stated,  

"Being one of the Black Scholarship recipients made me feel really appreciated and very 
grateful to receive such a great scholarship from Black Scholars. It let me know that 
people of color were not forgotten about, and it showed that my education does matter. I 
encourage any and every person of color to apply to this scholarship. And that we take 
our education seriously. This scholarship really helped me, during the semester, to pay 
for much needed items to further my education." 

2.     The Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship aligns with the College's mission to empower 
students to transform their lives by achieving their economic, educational, career, and life goals 
through our instructional programs, student services, and community partnerships. Funding for 
the Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship will allow Black/African American students to have 
money to pay for personal/educational needs. Reducing financial barriers will enable students to 
focus on academics and, hopefully, reduces the need to withdraw from college due to 
employment. The acknowledgment and financial resources of the scholarship provide students 
with the motivation, validation, and sense of belonging that fosters their drive to accomplish their 
goals at GCC. Review the letters from the 2024 Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship recipients’ 
which express how the award benefitted them academically and emotionally.  

3.     The Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship account has limited funding. The funding was 
previously acquired by fundraising events hosted by the Black Student Union (BSU) and efforts 
through Student Equity. The pandemic postponed fundraising efforts, thus reducing funding. 
And the BSU and Black Scholars funding is now separate, therefore the accumulation of funding 
to support both have been decreased. As we explore fundraising in the future, it will take time to 
accumulate significant funding to impact on the lives of multiple students. No other funding 
sources are available. The Student Equity grant does not allow expenditures to be used for 
scholarships. The scholarship has been funded by the Foundations grant for the past four years. 



4.     The Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship is awarded annually and funding from the 
Foundation will be used for the 2025-2026 scholarship. 

5.     The Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship will allow students to receive financial relief and 
support their academic needs enabling them to focus on academics and less on barriers. Being 
recognized as an accomplished Black Scholar will encourage students to pursue their 
educational goals and know that GCC supports them. By being acknowledged and having a 
sense of belonging, students will become more engaged and have the confidence to persevere. 
Student engagement will increase, thus increasing retention and academic success rates, which 
will benefit the College and its attempt to close equity gaps. Student recipients also encourage 
other students to apply for scholarships. As Black students succeed in attaining certificates, 
degrees, and transfer, the College's success rates will increase, thus increasing opportunities 
for the College's funding formula. 

6.     How will funds be used: 

Black Scholars students were asked how much scholarship money would be significant in 
one school year. The following amounts were considered significate to contribute to tuition, 
books and fees, and personal needs: 

 Annual Scholarships = 10 students 
  Scholarship Amount = $500.00 per student 

-or- 
Annual Scholarships = 5 students 
 Scholarship Amount = $1,000.00 per student  

7.     The Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship is an annual Spring semester scholarship. The 
2025 Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship had 29 applicants. The applicants who meet the most 
criteria and have a compelling personal statement are chosen by counselor Alexandra Evans, 
the Student Equity Program Manager, Yeranui Barsegyan, and an additional Student Equity 
Counselor.   

Criterion for applicants: 

• Membership of in Black Scholars Learning Community/Black Student Union 
• GCC campus participation/ community participation 
• Use of scholarship funding, as stated by the applicant 
• Compelling personal statement 

8.    The Foundation's award will be recognized by including the following statement, "This 
scholarship was made possible by a grant from the Foundation," on each scholarship certificate. 
We also acknowledge the Foundation on our Student Equity website and Instagram account to 
celebrate and encourage more students to apply for the scholarship, thus creating a cycle of 
Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship recipients. 



9.     Success will be evaluated by in-person, telephonic, or email communication between 
Counselor and scholarship recipients. Also, success will be tracked by the achievement of the 
educational goal.  

● We will contact students via telephone or email to ask Black Scholars/ BSU 
Scholarship recipients the following questions: 

○ How has the Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship affected your academic 
performance? 

○ How did you use the funding from the scholarship? 
○ How do you think the Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship will assist students in 

the future? 
● Track graduation rates and transfer. 

 
 These questions will allow us to evaluate the scholarships' success and effectiveness and 
implement ways to improve the scholarship for future semesters. 
 
 2022 Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship - Five recipients 

● Three students transferred – (California State University - Northridge (2) and San Diego 
State University) 

● Two students graduated with Associates Degrees for Transfer (ADTs) with Academic 
Honors 

● One student attained a Certificate of Completion 
 
2023 Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship - Five recipients 

• Three students transferred to a four-year university – Completion/Success 
• One student graduated in Spring 2024 – Completion/Success 
• One student continues to pursue an AAT – Journalism while balancing being a wife and 

mother of two young children (age two and five months old). 
o This student started an entertainment production company for people of color 

and filmed a short film at GCC depicting the story of her life.  
 
2024 Black Scholars/ BSU Scholarship - Five recipients 

• All five students are continuing their education at GCC – Retention 
• One student is successfully completing the Pilot Training program, but took a break 

because she needs additional funding to pay for the program 
• One student is a contributing journalist for the Chaparral and seeks to attain her degree 

in Spring 2026 
• One student is a recipient of the Psychology Scholarship 2025 
• One student is a recipient of GUILD Scholarship 2025
